FAITH STATEMENT

As a Bible-believing Baptist Church, GracePointe’s foundation is Jesus Christ, and what He teaches in His Word. This is known as a “doctrinal statement,” a “statement of faith, or our essential beliefs. Without apology, 
  
1. We believe that the Bible, composed of the Old and New Testaments, is inspired of God, and is of supreme and final authority in faith and life. We furthermore believe that God has preserved His Word completely in the form of accurate translations of various languages. Having a high view of the Scriptures and its preservation, we affirm the use of literal translations for worship and preaching, preferring translations from the Majority Text, taking the King James and New King James Versions as our official text for preaching.  
2. We believe in one God eternally in three persons—Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 
   
3. We believe that Jesus was begotten of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary, and that He is true God and true man, and is the only and sufficient Mediator between God and man. 
4. We believe in the personality of the Holy Spirit and that His ministry is to reveal Christ to men in the regeneration and sanctification of their souls. 
5. We believe that man was created in the image of God, and that he sinned and thereby incurred spiritual death. 
6. We believe in the vicarious death of the Lord Jesus Christ for our sins, in the resurrection of His body, His ascension into Heaven, and His personal and visible future return to the earth; and salvation is received only through personal faith in Him. 
7. We believe that baptism is immersion of a believer in water, in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit; setting forth the essential facts in redemption—the death and resurrection of Christ; also essential facts in the experience of the believer—death to sin and resurrection to newness of life; and that the Lord’s Supper is a commemoration of the Lord’s death until He comes. 
8. We believe that a New Testament Church is a body of believers thus baptized, associated for worship, service, the spread of the Gospel and the establishing of the Kingdom in all the world. 
9. We believe that God the Father, the first Person of the Trinity, is the Creator and Sustainer of all things and thus initiates all things, orders and disposes all things according to His own purpose and grace. 
10. We believe that it is the privilege of believers to rejoice in the assurance of their salvation and the eternal security in Christ through the testimony of God’s Word and the inner witness of the Spirit. 
11. We believe that every saved person has been given a new nature that controls the believer’s spiritual life. All the saved should live in such a manner as not to bring reproach upon their Savior and Lord. All claims to the total eradication of sin in the mortal body are unscriptural. 
12. We believe that it is the obligation and responsibility of the saved to witness the truths of Holy Scripture by life and by word and to seek to proclaim the Gospel to all mankind. 
13. We believe that the Holy Spirit distributes the spiritual gifts to all believers according to His grace for the edification of the Church and the glory of God. We are a non-Charismatic church. 
14. We believe angels are spirit beings who function under the final authority and administration of God. Holy angels serve God through: worship, delivering divine messages, conveying divine revelation, inflicting divine judgments, influencing the leaders of governments, caring for God’s people, and warring against the forces of Satan. 
15. We believe that Satan is a created being, the author of sin and the cause of the fall of man; that he is the open and declared enemy of God and man. Evil angels, often referred to in Scripture as demons, act on Satan’s behalf.  Satan and his demons will be eternally punished in the Lake of Fire for their rebellion toward God.
16. We believe in the personal, bodily return of the Lord Jesus Christ to translate His Church from this earth. At the end of this time, Christ will return to the earth with His saints and will reign for a thousand years. During this time all resurrected saints will reign with Christ over all the nations of the earth. This reign will be preceded by the overthrow of the Antichrist and the False Prophet, and by the removal of Satan from the world.
17. We believe the bodily resurrection of all mankind, the saved to eternal life with Christ in heaven, and the unsaved to judgment and everlasting punishment in the Lake of Fire.
